Their replacement should only be undertaken by an
approved Tefal Service Centre.

When the appliance is under pressure, take care of steam ejected from
valves and vents. Do not touch safety devices.

Do not open the pressure cooker until all the internal pressure has
been safely released.

Do not use the pressure cooker to fry under pressure.

Strictly follow the cleaning and maintenance instructions. Always
check the safety devices are not obstructed before use.

Only genuine TEFAL spare parts must be used.
When in use, never leave the pressure cooker unattended.
Only use the pressure cooker on a heat source with a stable position.

If the pressure cooker functions abnormally; has been dropped or
show signs of damage, stop using it. In these cases, have it checked
by the Tefal Pressure Cooker Service Centre (see section “After Sales
Service” for details).

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USING YOUR PRESSURE COOKER

HOB SUITABILITY

The Clipso pressure cooker is suitable for all types of hobs including gas,
radiant electric rings, sealed and solid plates, ceramic, halogen and
induction hobs. If you have a ceramic, halogen or induction hob, please
follow these additional instructions:

- Never slide the pressure cooker across the hob. Always lift it up and
place it down gently, otherwise you could scratch or mark the hob.

- Always ensure the base of the cooker is dry and thoroughly clean before
placing on the hob.

- Any marks on the hob should be removed, as directed by the hob manu-
facturer, before the hob is re-used.

BEFORE THE FIRST USE
Remove all the accessories, packaging and labels. Before use read all the
instructions, especially the section “Safety Warnings” and “Golden Rules”.

The lid is supplied in the closed position. Press the green opening button
to release the grips.

To ensure correct fitting of the gasket and to remove any “new smells”, fill
the pan 2/3 full with water and bring to full pressure on position 2, then
operate for 15 minutes as explained in the operating instructions. Open
the cooker. Rinse and dry. The pressure cooker is now ready for use.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE

GENERAL RECOMMENDATIONS

- Only use the pressure cooker on a heat source with a stable position.

- When using on a gas burner, do not allow the flame to come up the
sides of the pressure cooker or be in contact with the handles.

- When using a hotplate, choose a plate that is the same diameter or slightly
smaller than the base of the cooker.

- Before placing the cooker on the hotplate, always ensure the base is dry
and thoroughly clean.

- Always lift the pressure cooker, do not drag across the hotplate or burner.

- The appliance must be cleaned regularly after each use (see section
“Cleaning and Maintenance”).
